The PK91™ folding stool designed by Poul Kjærholm epitomizes his ongoing adaption 
of historical furniture categories into his oeuvre of work. The source of inspiration for the PK91 

is an ancient Egyptian folding stool that dates back to approx.1500 BC. The designer’s method 
of refining historical furniture types has again been put into play and the result is unmistakably 
a Kjærholm classic, with the stool’s minimalist and elegant appearance. The PK91 is part of 

the permanent collection at the Röhsska Museum in Gothenborg, Sweden.



PRODUCT DESCRIPTION
The PK91™ folding stool is available with a seat made in leather or canvas. 
The propeller legs are made of satin brushed stainless steel.

DESIGN
Poul Kjærholm, 1961.
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POUL KJÆRHOLM 1929-1980
Poul Kjærholm was a trained cabinet maker and continued his studies at the 
Danish School of Arts and Crafts in Copenhagen. He had a particular interest 
in different construction materials, especially steel, which he considered a 
natural material with the same artistic fineness as other natural materials. 

Poul Kjærholm was first employed at Fritz Hansen for about a year, 
where he designed a number of noteworthy chair prototypes. In 1955, 
Poul Kjærholm initiated his collaboration with manufacturer Ejvind Kold 
Christensen, which lasted until Kjærholm’s death in 1980. In 1982, Fritz 
Hansen took over the manufacture and sales of “The Kjærholm Collection”, 
which was developed over the period 1951 to 1967. 

UPHOLSTERY
PK91™ comes with upholstery in canvas in the colours: Natural and Black, 
as well as in the following leather types: Classic, Rustic, Natural, White, 
Optical white, Elegance and Sense.

A five-year warranty against manufacturing defects in standard products 
(materials and workmanship). Wear, tear and damage to the product are 
not covered under this warranty. Claims from end users under the guarantee 
must be submitted to the vendor from whom the product was purchased.

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ENVIRONMENTAL PRODUCT INFORMATION

Folding stool for lounge areas and private use.

MATERIALS

Upholstery:
The seat is either made of leather with canvas underneath or just canvas.

Base:
The base is made of satin brushed stainless steel and can be recycled.

Materials in %
The below figures illustrate the weight allocation between the different 
materials used. Items with a weight <1% of the total product weight are 
not included in the figures below. The upholstery percentage may wary 
depending on the upholstery type.

PACKAGING MATERIAL
The stool is shipped in a cardboard box. Inside the box the stool is covered 
with a plastic bag and protected by PE foam. All packaging material can 
be recycled. 

REPAIR, DISPOSAL AND REUSE
In case of repair or disposal the stool can be disassembled into two parts 
(seat and base) for recycling. Check local regulations for recycling in your 
area and whether there is potential for reuse.
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MANUFACTURING PROCESSES

Metals
Production scrap (steel and aluminium) is collected for recycling.
